Suggested article description(s) for enactment (including appropriate HTS subheading(s)):

Etridiazole [5-ethoxy-3-(trichloromethyl)-1,2,4-thiadiazole] (CAS No. 2593–15–9) (provided for in
subheading 2934.99.90) and any mixtures (preparations) containing etridiazole as the active ingredient
(provided for in subheading 3808.20.50).

Product information, including uses/applications and source(s) of imports:

Etridiazole is used by Chemtura to produce proprietary in-furrow (soil-applied) fungicide formulations,
which control the pathogenic organisms, pythium and phytophthora, on avocados, strawberries, certain
turf grasses and ornamentals, cotton, barley, wheat, beans, soybeans, peanuts, beets, sorghum, safflower,
corn, peas, and rice.  Etridiazole protects against seedling diseases, allowing seedlings to emerge faster,
reducing the time they are exposed to disease and insects.  Etridiazole also protects against root rot or
browning of root tips, leading to decay and causing the seedlings to topple.  The product is imported from
Germany.
