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Preface

This is the fifteenth annual compilation of automotive trade statistics;
the first was prepared by the United States International Trade Commission
.(formerly the United States Tariff Commission) in 1971 in response to an
informal request from the Congress.

Prior to 1982, the Commiséion published two separate annual reports-—-
“Series A," covering data on motor vehicles, and "Series B," encompassing
statistical information only on passenger automobiles. Beginning in 1982, the
Commission consolidated the data comprising the two separate annual reports
into one, as a cost savings measure and for the convenience of the users of
such data.

The material presented in these tables provides information on U.S.
factory sales, imports, exports, apparent consumption, retail sales,
manufacturers®' suggested retail list prices, registrations, and bilateral
trade balances for new passenger automobiles, automobile trucks, truck chassis
and cabs, motor buses, snowmobiles, miscellaneous motor vehicles, and motor-
vehicle parts for the years 1964-84. Unless otherwise indicated, annual data
are for the calendar years, and dollar amounts are in U.S. dollars, unadjusted
for inflation.

The data presented herein was obtained from previous editions of the
Commission's annual reports on automotive trade statistics, official
statistics of the U.S. Department of Commerce, Ward's Automotive Yearbooks,
Automotive News, the Motor Vehicle Manufacturers Association of the United

States, Inc., and calculations made by the Commission's staff on the basis of

materials obtained from these sources.
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Overview

Highlights
During 1984, compared with 1983~ -

o APPARENT CONSUMPTION of passenger automobiles, based on U.S. factory
sales, increased 13.4 percent to 10.6 million units (table 1).

o U.S. FACTORY SALES of passenger automobiles increased by 13.1 percent
to 7.6 million units (table 1).

o U.S. IMPORTS of passenger automobiles rose 14 percent in 1984 to 3.6
million units. These imports accounted for 33.7 percent of total
U.S. consumption in 1984, up from 33.6 percent in 1983. The value
of U.S. imports of all motor vehicles from all sources increased
27.2 percent to $36.7 billion (table 58). U.S. imports of
motor—vehicle parts were valued at $17.0 billion in 1984, up from
$12.6 billion in 1983 (table 61). Imports of all automotive
products increased from $41.4 billion in 1983 to $53.6 billion in

1984 (table 72).

o U.S. EXPORTS of passenger automobiles increased 11.3 percent to
613,051 units (table 1). The value of U.S. exports of all motor
vehicles increased 12.6 percent to $7.0 billion (table 58). U.S.
exports of motor-vehicle parts were valued at $13.8 billion in 1984,
compared with $11.0 billion.in 1983 (table 62). Exports of all
automotive products increased from $17.3 billion in 1983 to $20.8
billion in 1984 (table 75). '

o U.S. TRADE BALANCE in passenger automobiles with all countries
registered a deficit of 2.9 million units, valued at $24.4 billion,
in 1984 compared with 2.6 million units, valued at $19.2 billion, in

1983 (table 80). The value of the net trade deficit for all motor
vehicles increased 31.2 percent to $29.7 billion (table 58). 1In

1984, the United States experienced a net trade deficit of $3.1

billion in motor-vehicle parts (table 63) and an overall net trade
deficit of $32.8 billion in all automotive products (table 80).

U.s. factory sales of passenger automobiles increased from 6.7 million
units produced in 1983 to 7.6 million units produced in 1984, or by
13.4 percent. U.S. imports from all sources rose to 3.6 million units in
1984, from the 1983 level of 3.1 million.units, a 16 percent increase.
Meanwhile, exports increased from 550,972 in 1983 to 613,051 in 1984. Thus,

apparent U.S. consumption of passenger automobiles rose from 9.3 million units



in 1983 to 10.6 million units in 1984, and import penetration increased from

33.6 percent in 1983 to 33.7 percent in 1984,

U.S. imports.—The United States imported 3.6 million passenger
automobiles in 1984, a 16 percent increase over the 1983 level of 3.1
million. Imports were valued at $29.3 billion in 1984, compared with $23.4
billion in 1983. In 1984, over 1.9 ﬁillion‘of these automobiles, valued at
$12.3 billion, originated in Japan. The second and third largest suppliers in
1984 were Canada and West Germany, accounting for 1,073,425 units, valued at
$10.1 billion, and 335,032 units, valued at $4.6 billion, respe&tively. The
five remaining principal sources of imported passenger aufomobiles in 1984
were Sweden, France, the Unitéd Kingdom, Italy, and Belgium, all of which
accounted for 189,416 units, valued at $2.2 billion.
| The United States imported motor vehicles valued at $36.7 billion and
motor-vehicle parts valued at $17.0 billion in 1984, compared with imports
valued at $28.8'billion and $12.6 billion, respectively, in 1983. In 1984,
Japan was the leading source of all motor-vehicle-imports, accounting for
$15.2 billion; Canada and West Germany were the secon&~and third largest
sources, accounting for $14.2 billion and $4.8 billion, respectively. Canada
led the suppliers of motor-vehicle parts with $8.7 billion, followed by Japan
($2.9 billion) and West Germany ($0.8 billion).

Canada was the principal source of U.S. imports of all automotive
products- in 1984, accounting for $22.9 billion; imports of all automotive
products from Japan and West Germany were valued at $18.2 billion and $5.7
billion, respectively.

U.S. exports.—U.S. exports of passenger automobiles to all countries

rose from 550,972 units, valued at $4.2 billion, in 1983 to 613,051 units,

valued at $4.9 billion, in 1984. The largest market continued to be Canada,

which accounted for 587,197 units, valued at $4.6 billion, in 1984 compared
with 522,318 unité, valued at $3.9 billion, in 1983. The United States
exported motor vehicles valued at $7.0 billion in 1984, compared with exports
valued at $6.2 billion in 1983. Canada was the principal market for U.S.

exports, accounting for $5.8 billion, or 83 percent. The United States
exported motor—-vehicle parts valued at $13.8 billion in 1984, compared with
$11.0 billion in 1983. U.S. exports of all automotive products in 1984 were
valued at $20.8 billion, compared with $17.3 billion in 1983.

U.S. trade balance.—The United States experienced a net trade deficit in

passenger automobiles of 2.9 million units, valued at $24.4 billion, in 1984,
This deficit represents a 363,512-unit increase (valued at $5.2 billion) from
the 2.6-million unit deficit (valued at $19.2 billion) in 1983. A trade
deficit in value has continued uninterrupted since 1957, when the deficit was
approximately $2.0 million.

The nét trade deficit for all motor vehicles in 19§4 was $29.7 billion,
an increase of 31.4 percent over the net trade deficit of $22.6 billion in
1983. The annual net trade deficit for all motor veﬁicles has continued since
1965, when the deficit was $137.6 million. The United States experienced a
net trade deficit of $3.1 billion for motor-vehicle parts in 1984, compared
with a deficit of $1.6 billion recorded in 1983. The net trade deficit for
all automotive products in 1984 was $32.8 billion, a 35.5—percent increase

from the 1983 deficit of $24.2 billion.
