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The United States International Trade Commission has completed 

its third quarterly report on nonrubber foorwear. The report, re-

quired under Presidential Proclamation No. 4510, covers the years 

1975, 1976 and 1977. This report provides information required for 

the monitoring of the Orderly Marketing Agreements between the United 

States, the Republic of Korea, and the Republic of China to limit 

i~ports into the United States of nonrubber footwear from those 

countries. The Commission previously reported data for the January-

September 1977 period. 

This report is sent to the Special Representative for Trade 

Negotiations -who is responsible for monitoring the Orderly Marketing 

Agreement implemented by the Presidential Proclamation. The data 

cover U.S. production, imports for consumption, apparent U.S. consump-

tion, employment, and wholesale and consumer price indexes.
