VICE CHAIRMAN PEARSON: I vote in the
affirmative with respect to China on the basis of
threat and in the negative with respect to Germany.

COMMISSIONER WILLIAMSON: I reach an
affirmative determination on the basis of threat with
respect to both countries.

MS. ABBOTT: Madam Chairman, the Commission
has reached affirmative determinations in these
investigations.
