The subject products are prepared artichokes. Although artichokes are grown in California, such artichokes are sold to the 
fresh market and are not used to produce prepared or preserved artichokes.  Artichokes and artichoke hearts of this tariff 
line are commonly referred to as "marinated artichokes" and can be used as stand-alone appetizers. They are also used in 
salads, dips, spreads, as pizza toppings, or in pasta dishes. Spain is the primary source of dutiable imports.
