GENERAL INFORMATION

Background.--These investigations were instituted in response to a petition filed on June 18, 2007,
by Titan Tire Corporation, Des Moines, |A , and United Steel, Paper and Forestry, Rubber,
Manufacturing, Energy, Allied Industrial and Service Workers International Union,
AFL-CIO-CLC (“USW"), Pittsburgh, PA. Antidumping and/or countervailing duties may be
assessed on the subject imports as a result of these investigations if the Commission makes an
affirmative determination of injury, threat, or material retardation, and if the U.S. Department of
Commerce makes affirmative determination of subsidization and/or dumping.

DEFINITIONS

Certain Off-The-Road (* OTR”) Tires.--The products covered by these investigations are new
pneumatic tires designed for off-the-road (OTR) and off-highway use, subject to exceptions
identified below. Certain OTR tires are generally designed, manufactured and offered for sale for
use on off-road or off- highway surfaces, including but not limited to, agricultural fields, forests,
construction sites, factory and warehouse interiors, airport tarmacs, ports and harbors, mines,
quarries, gravel yards, and steel mills. The vehicles and equipment for which certain OTR tiresare
designed for use include, but are not limited to: (1) agricultural and forestry vehicles and
equipment, including agricultural tractors,* combine harvesters,? agricultural high clearance
sprayers,® industrial tractors,* log-skidders,” agricultural implements, highway- towed
implements, agricultural logging, and agricultural, industrial, skid-steers/ mini-loaders;® (2)
construction vehicles and equi pment, including earthmover articulated dump products, rigid frame
haul trucks,” front endloaders,® dozers,® lift trucks, straddle carriers,® graders,** mobile cranes,
compactors; and (3) industrial vehicles and equipment, including smooth floor, industrial, mining,
counterbalanced lift trucks, industrial and mining vehicles other than smooth floor, skid-steers/
mini-loaders, and smooth floor off-the- road counterbalanced lift trucks.'> The foregoing list of
vehicles and equipment generally have in common that they are used for hauling, towing, lifting,
and/or loading awide variety of equipment and materialsin agricultural, construction and
industrial settings. The foregoing descriptions are illustrative of the types of vehicles and
equipment that use certain OTR tires, but are not necessarily all-inclusive. While the physical
characteristics of certain OTR tireswill vary depending on the specific applications and conditions

! Agricultural tractors are four-wheeled vehicles usually with large rear tires and small front tires that are used to
tow farming equipment.

2 Combine harvesters are used to harvest crops such as corn or wheat.

% Agricultural sprayers are used to irrigate agricultural fields.

* Industrial tractors are four-wheeled vehicles usually with large rear tires and small front tires that are used to tow
industrial egquipment.

® A log skidder has agrappling lift arm that is used to grasp, lift and move trees that have been cut down to a truck
or trailer for transport to amill or other destination.

® Skid-steer loaders are four-wheel drive vehicleswith the left-side drive wheels independent of the right-side drive
wheels and lift arms that lie alongside the driver with the major pivot points behind the driver’s shoulders. Skid-steer
loaders are used in agricultural, construction and industrial settings.

" Haul trucks, which may be either rigid frame or articulated (i.e., able to bend in the middle) are typically used in
mines, quarries and construction sites to haul soil, aggregate, mined ore, or debris.

8 Front loaders have lift arms in front of the vehicle. It can scrape material from one location to another, carry
meaterial in its bucket or load material into atruck or trailer.

® A dozer isalarge four-wheeled vehicle with adozer bladethat is used to push large quantities of soil, sand, rubble,
etc., typically around construction sites. They can aso be used to perform ‘‘rough grading’’ in road construction.

19 A straddle carrier is arigid frame, engine- powered machine that is used to load and offload containers from
container vessels and load them onto (or off of) tractor trailers.

1 A grader isavehiclewith alarge blade used to create aflat surface. Graders are typically used to perform *finish
grading.”” Graders are commonly used in maintenance of unpaved roads and road construction to prepare the base
course onto which asphalt or other paving material will be laid.

12 A counterbalanced lift truck is arigid frame, engine-powered machine with lift arms that has additional weight
incorporated into the back of the machine to offset or counterbalance the weight of loadsthat it lifts so asto prevent the
vehicle from overturning. An example of a counterbalanced lift truck is a counterbalanced fork lift truck.
Counterbalanced lift trucks may be designed for use on smooth floor surfaces, such as afactory or warehouse, or other
surfaces, such as construction sites, mines, etc.

for which thetires are designed (e.g., tread pattern and depth), all of the tires within the scope have
in common that they are designed for off-road and off-highway use. Except as discussed below,
OTRtiresincluded in the scope of the investigations range in size (rim diameter) generally but not
exclusively from 8 inches to 54 inches. The tires may be either tube-type or tubeless, radial or
non-radial, and intended for sale either to original equipment manufacturers or the replacement
market. The subject merchandise is currently imported under Harmonized Tariff Schedule of the
United States (HTSUS) statistical reporting numbers: 4011.20.1025, 4011.20.1035, 4011.20.5030,
4011.20.5050, 4011.61.0000, 4011.62.0000, 4011.63.0000, 4011.69.0000, 4011.92.0000,
4011.93.4000, 4011.93.8000, 4011.94.4000, and 4011.94.8000. While HTSUS statistical
reporting numbers are provided for convenience and Customs purposes, our written description of
the scope is dispositive.

Specifically excluded from the scope are new pneumatic tires designed, manufactured and
offered for sale primarily for on-highway or on-road use, including passenger cars, race cars,
station wagons, sport utility vehicles, minivans, mobile homes, motorcycles, bicycles, on-road or
on-highway trailers, light trucks, and trucks and buses. Such tires generally have in common that
the symbol *‘DOT’’ must appear on the sidewall, certifying that the tire conforms to applicable
motor vehicle safety standards. Such excluded tires may aso have the following designations that
are used by the Tire and Rim Association:

Prefix letter designations:
* P - Identifiesatireintended primarily for service on passenger cars,
* LT - Identifies atire intended primarily for service on light trucks; and,
* ST - Identifies a special tire for trailersin highway service.

Suffix letter designations:
* TR - Identifies atire for service on trucks, buses, and other vehicles with rims having
specified rim diameter of nominal plus 0.156'" or plus 0.250'";
* MH - Identifies tires for Mobile Homes;
* HC - Identifies a heavy duty tire designated for useon **HC'’ 15’ tapered rims used on
trucks, buses, and other vehicles. This suffix isintended to differentiate among tires for
light trucks, and other vehicles or other services, which use asimilar designation. Example:
8R17.5LT, 8R17.5HC;
* LT - Identifies light truck tires for service on trucks, buses, trailers, and multipurpose
passenger vehicles used in nominal highway service; and
* MC - Identifiestires and rims for motorcycles.

The following types of tires are also excluded from the scope: pneumatic tires that are not
new, including recycled or retreaded tires and used tires; non-pneumatic tires, including solid
rubber tires; tires of akind used on aircraft, all-terrain vehicles, and vehicles for turf, lawn and
garden, golf and trailer applications; and, tires of akind used for mining and construction vehicles
and equipment that have arim diameter equal to or exceeding 39 inches. Such tires may be
distinguished from other tires of similar size by the number of plies that the construction and

mining tires contain (minimum of 16) and the weight of such tires (minimum 1500 pounds). The
written description of the scope of these investigations is dispositive.

Firm.--Anindividua proprietorship, partnership, joint venture, association, corporation
(including any subsidiary corporation), business trust, cooperative, trustee in bankruptcy, or
receiver under decree of any court.

Related firm.--A firm that your firm solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled; a
firm that solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm; and/or afirm that
was solely or jointly owned, managed, or otherwise controlled by afirm that also solely or jointly
owned, managed, or otherwise controlled your firm.

Establishment.--Each facility of afirm in the United States involved in the production,
importation, and/or purchase of certain OTR tires(as defined above), including auxiliary facilities
operated in conjunction with (whether or not physically separate from) such facilities.

United States.--For purposes of these investigations, the 50 States, Puerto Rico, the U.S. Virgin
Islands, and the District of Columbia.

| mporter.--Any person or firm engaged, either directly or through a parent company or subsidiary,
in importing certain OTR tires (as defined above) into the United States from aforeign
manufacturer or through its selling agent.

| mports.--Those products identified for Customs purposes as imports for consumption for which
your firm was the importer of record (i.e., was responsible for paying any import duty) or
consignee (i.e., to which the merchandise was first delivered).

| mport guantities.--Quantities reported should be net of returns.

| mport values.--Values reported should be landed, duty-paid values at the U.S. port of
entry, including ocean freight and insurance costs, brokerage charges, and import duties (i.e., all
charges except inland freight in the United States).

Purchaser.--Any person or firm engaged, either directly or through a parent company or
subsidiary, in purchasing certain OTR tires (as defined above) from another firm that produces,
imports, or otherwise distributes certain OTR tires. A retail firm that isthe importer of record may
be considered a purchaser.

Purchases.--Purchases from all sources, NOT including direct imports from foreign producers
(which should be reported in an importer questionnaire).

Purchase guantities.--Quantities reported should be net of returns.

Purchase values.--Vauesreported should be net values (i.e., gross purchase valuesless all
discounts, allowances, rebates, and the value of returned goods), delivered to your U.S.
receiving point.

Shipments.--Shipments of products produced in or imported by your U.S. establishment(s).
Include shipmentsto the contracting firm of product produced by your firm under atoll agreement.

Shipment guantities.--Quantities reported should be net of returns.

Shipment values.--Va ues reported should be net values (i.e., gross sales values less all
discounts, allowances, rebates, prepaid freight, and the value of returned goods), f.o.b.
your U.S. point of shipment. The value of domestic shipments to the contracting firm
under atoll agreement is the conversion fee (including profit).




DEFINITIONS--Continued

Thefollowing definitions apply only to the PRODUCER QUESTIONNAIRE.

Average production capacity.--The level of production that your establishment(s) could
reasonably have expected to attain during the specified periods. Assume normal operating
conditions (i.e., using equipment and machinery in place and ready to operate; normal operating
levels (hours per week/weeks per year) and time for downtime, maintenance, repair, and cleanup;
and atypical or representative product mix).

Toll agreement.--Agreement between two firms whereby the first firm furnishesthe raw materials
and the second firm uses the raw materials to produce a product that it then returnsto the first firm
with acharge for processing costs, overhead, etc.

Production.--All production in your U.S. establishment(s), including production consumed
internally within your firm and production for another firm under atoll agreement.

PRWs.--Production and related workers, including working supervisors and all nonsupervisory
workers (including group leaders and trainees) engaged in fabricating, processing, assembling,
inspecting, receiving, storage, handling, packing, warehousing, shipping, trucking, hauling,
maintenance, repair, janitorial and guard services, product development, auxiliary production for
plant’s own use (e.g., power plant), recordkeeping, and other services closely associated with the
above production operations.

Average number employed.--Add the number of employees, both full-time and part-time, for the
12 pay periods ending closest to the 15th of the month and divide that total by 12. For the
January-March periods, calculate ssimilarly and divide by 3.

Hours worked.--Include time paid for sick leave, holidays, and vacation time. Include overtime
hours actually worked; do not convert overtime pay to its equivalent in straight-time hours.

Wages paid.--Total wages paid before deductions of any kind (e.g., withholding taxes, old-age and
unemployment insurance, group insurance, union dues, bonds, etc.). Include wages paid directly
by your firm for overtime, holidays, vacations, and sick leave.

Fiscal year.--The 12-month period between settlement of your firm’s financial accounts.

Purchases other than direct imports.--Purchases from U.S. producers, U.S. importers, and other
U.S. sources.
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
