This questionnaire pertains to cut-to-length carbon steel plate ("CTL plate"). The United States 

International Trade Commission is investigating CTL plate under the provisions of section 731 

of the Tariff Act of 1930. 

In this proceeding, the Commission must determine whether revocation of the antidumping 

duty order on CTL plate from China and suspension agreements concerning CTL plate from 

Russia and Ukraine would be likely to lead to continuation or recurrence of material injury to 

an industry in the United States within a reasonably foreseeable time. The Commission will 

post its notice of this proceeding (attached) on its website (www.usitc.gov) and publish it in the 

Federal Register.
