International Inc., Morristown, New Jersey; Hudson Technologies, Pearl River, New York; Mexichem

Fluor Inc., St. Gabriel, Louisiana; and Worthington Industries, Inc., Columbus, Ohio) and District Lodge 154 of the International Association of Machinists and Aerospace Workers. Antidumping duties may be assessed on the subject imports as a result of these proceedings if the Commission makes an affirmative determination of injury, threat, or material retardation, and if the U.S. Department of Commerce makes an affirmative determination of dumping. U.S. producers of R-134a have provided the USITC with allegations about sales or revenue that they have lost due to competition from imports of R-134a from China.
